How to get there / where to stay

Savannah is served by Savannah/Hilton Head International Airport (SAV), which offers over 8o flights
per day on all major airlines from 13 non-stop destinations. Make your reservations early to get the best
fares, although our experience has been that low fares are also available between 21 and 28 days prior
to your expected travel date.
